A check in should sound like this:

Net control (call sign please) this is NASZ - November 4 Sierra Zulu, Steve, QTH,
Anderson, SC, reporting temp of 175 degrees F, clear skies , winds of 250 MPH.

Also, please report if you are on emergency power such as battery or generator,
or if not, do you have such power available.

Although these procedures may seem a bit cumbersome, they help remind
everyone of the importance of reporting on weather, having and testing a backup
power source, and speaking slowly and using the phonetic alphabet. In an
emergency all of these will be important!



Also, don’t forget to check into the SC ARES nets two times a month - on the 1°
and 3" Mondays of each month at 18:00 on 3.993.5 Mhz.

In addition the Georgia ARES / RACES net meets every Sunday at 5:00 pm on
3.975 Mhz. I try to check in from time to time just to get to know their procedures
and meet some of our Georgia neighbors.
